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The only punishment in case of the proved case of
corruption is
dismissal from service

STATEMENT OF LIMPUTATION OF MISCONDUCT
IN SUPPORT OF ARTICLES OF CHARGE FRAMED AGAINST
SHRI N.V. SATYANARAYANA, SDM, DO, JUNAGADH.

Shri N.V. Satyanarayana, while working as Sr. Div. Manager in DO Junagadh, committed the
following misconduct.

He submitted his tour bill for the period 26.05.2005 to 05.06.2005 to Hyderabad whereas the
tour was sanctioned from 25.05.2005 to 28.05.2005 as per Tour Intimation dated 17.05.2005.
He commenced his journey on 26.05.2005 and reached Rajkot on 26.05.2005 at 8.00 am by bus.
He left Rajkot at 8.55 a.m. on the same day for Mumbai by air from there he caught a flight to
Hyderabad at 15.30 hours on the same day. He submitted his Tour Bill which reflects the
return journey from Hyderabad on 05.06.2005. The TE Bill does not show as to where he was
between the period 29.05.2005 to 05.06.2005 to which he stated that Hyderabad was his native
place and he did not claim any hotel charges and DHA was restricted to 3 days for which the
tour was sanctioned. He further states that as the client was not available for the first 2 days
he had to extent his visit to the client continuously for more than a week. He contends that
since he was on duty to Hyderabad and calling the client everyday during his stay, he marked
“P” in the Attendance Register. On seizure of the original Attendance Register by the authority,
it has been found that “ CL” has been superscripted on “P” marked earlier.

He submitted his Tour Bill for Mumbai for the renewal of M/s Gujarat Siddi and Saurashtra
Cement, which clearly stated that he left for Hyderabad after his official visit to Mumbai and
stayed there for the whole week. His return journey commenced from Hyderabad which is not
enroute to his duty station. He did not claim any charges but the TE Bill is not clear about the
treatment of the intervening period i.e. 11.03.2006 to 18.03.2006. The Attendance Register
shows that he was on Sick Leave 13.03.2006 to 17.03.2006. But CRM has confirmed vide his
latter dated 26.04.2006 that no leave application was received by him for the period 13.03.2006
to 17.03.2006. IN spite of RO’s directions he has not submitted duty roster to check leave
position in various heads which is done intentionally to manipulate at later stage.

He submitted Tour intimation dated 09.03.2006, the purpose to tour being Lok Adalat at Una
and Veravel on 16.03.2006 and 17.03.2006 and tour was sanctioned by the Competent Authority
with a remark to send the Tour Report of Lok Adalats attended and their outcome. As he did
not submit his Tour Report, the same was called for vide RO letter dated 29.03.2006.

Lok Adalat was not held on 16/17.03.2006 at Veravall and Una as confirmed by Shri Pradyumn
R.Dave, Advocate, Veraval vide his letter dated 16.03.2006 whereas, as per Tour Report dated
31.03.2006 of Shri Satyanarayana 15 cases were compromised in the court at Veraval. The
Attendance Register shows that he was on Sick Leave for the period 13.03.2006 to 17.03.2006
whereas as per the Tour Report dated 31.03.2006 of Shri Satyanarayana 15 case was compromised
in the Court at Veraval in the Lok Adalat on 16/17.03.2006/

He has submitted bills (2 Nos.) no. 1575 dated 09.04.2005 of Prakesh Stores, Rajkot for 1,500/
- which has been tempered with to read as 1,800/- and No0.2950 dated 09-04-2005 of Prakash
Stores, Rajkot for Rs.1,800/- of Briefcase purchased.

He added the words “Travel by train only” in the Tour Intimation dated 20.06.2005 of Shri
B.N.Undhad, Dev. Officer, BO Dhoraji, from 21.06.2005 to 26.06.2005, whereas, the mode of
travel was clearly mentioned as “ by my own car” in the tour intimation. He stated that the
places lwhere Shri Undhad desired to visit were beyond the territorial limit of RO Ahmedabad
and hence, was put up to the CRM for approval. The examination of the original tour Intimation
clearly shows that mode of travel “ by my own car” was mentioned initially itself.

He submitted Tourl Bill from Junagadh to Porbander and return on 16.04.2006 for taking the
Auditors to Probander for which no intimation nor was prior sanction sought. However, it is in
the notice of the RO that he traveled in the car of Branch Manager, BO Porbandar, along with
the Auditors and he claimed false TE Bill from the Company.

He, by his above act, failed to maintain absolute ingegrity, devotion to duty, acted dishonestly
in manner unbecoming of Public Servant, conform to the abide and comply with and obey all
orders and directions given in the court ofl his official duties, thereby violated Rules 3 (i)(ii)
(iii) & (liv), 4(6) (7) (17) & (20), 18 and 19 of General Insurance ( CDA) Rules 1975.
